The only extra cost is for your beverages (Beer wine

or softdrinks) please NO GLASS, cans or cask only.

We have a free and safe luggage storage room at
Pippies Beachhouse where you can store your

luggage while on tour

You need to be 21 years old or older with a full
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open drivers licence and at least 12 months driving
experience. You will need to bring your

original drivers licence with and have an
international drivers licence if your licence is not in

english
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No, you need your original hard copy of your

drivers licence to be eligible to drive

Our groups consist of travellers aged between 18-

35 years old
